TRANSFERS:  Royal Caribbean is offering one way and roundtrip transfers for passengers arriving/departing the airport on either January 15 or January 22, for $29.60 roundtrip, or $14.80 one way.  Day/time restrictions apply.
DEPOSIT/FINAL PAYMENT – Final payment will be required at time of booking, as of November 1, 2010.
GRATUITIES:  Gratuities must be prepaid along with your final payment, and are $9.75 per person, per day, for all categories other than Jr. Suites and above which are $12 per person, per day.  We will remind you of this when it’s time for final payment.
CANCEL POLICY - Royal Caribbean’s cancellation policy has been updated and is as follows, for cruises of this length.
